• Step 3 Attend a Membership Class/Interview.

Page. Membership Classes are held typically on Sundays at various times and locations. We offer classes at all of our 
locations and online. The first half of the class is an overview of The Compass Church’s history, Membership covenant 
and doctrinal statement.
